Career Pathways

Arts & Communication: Careers related to the humanities, the performing, visual, literary and media arts.

Business, Management, Marketing & Technology: Careers related to all aspects of business including accounting, business administration, finance, hospitality and information processing and marketing.

Engineering/Manufacturing/Industrial Technology: Careers related to technologies necessary to design, develop, install or maintain physical systems.

Health Sciences: Careers related to the promotion of health as well as the treatments of injuries, conditions and diseases.

Human Services: Includes careers in childcare, civil service, education, and social services.

Natural Resources & Agriscience: Careers related to natural resources, agriculture and the environment.

Career Preparation Definitions
Classroom Speaker: Community members representing the public sector, business, industry and labor may elect to speak to a class, describing their occupations, the necessary preparation, required knowledge and other topical information.  Guest speaking engagements typically take place at the school site and include time for question and answer.

Educators/Teachers in Industry: May include a variety of experiences where an educator visits or participates in a business or industry experience for the purpose of learning the job requirements of the industry and subsequently sharing this information with students.

Job Shadow: A job shadow could be a portion of the day, a full day on the job, or could involve meeting on a scheduled basis with a work-based learning supervisor (two hours a day, every Monday etc.).

Service Learning: The integration of service experiences with academic learning by incorporation lessons from work into the classroom curriculum, i.e., cleaning up a local stream while studying ecology and pollution.  Service learning “can provide exposure to private and public sector career opportunities, real world experiences,” and allow students to be actively involved prior to reaching the “employment age.”

Study Trips: Employer-led tours of worksites, which provide students with information on work processes and skill requirements of different jobs.

Internships (Unpaid/Paid): Relatively short-term work placements (few months to several months) tied to school class or project and guided by a learning plan that targets specific competencies.
